Meat to be bright red in colour with flecking of white fat evenly distributed throughout the mince

PROCESSING

Chilled meat to be in sealed bags.

Frozen meat to be in sealed bags (freeflow)

DO NOT USE VACUUM BAGS

To be free of tags, tickets, metal sealing or any other foreign matter. Bags to be heat sealed or tied with coloured tape.


The meat is to be passed through a 5mm mincing plate once only.

The fat is to be evenly distributed amongst the meat prior to mincing

All meat to be metal detected.
